1. Written report
a) Use the chart to write your report.  Write neatly in complete sentences.  Sloppy work won’t be graded.  Show me that you took your time and put effort into the assignment.
2. Book Project 

a) Choose only one of the projects on the back of this page.

3. Oral Presentation

a) You will spend 2 – 2 ½ minutes in front of the class talking about the following:

1. Start by giving your name and introducing the book.  Say the title, the author, and the genre.(10 seconds)

2. Give a brief summary of the novel. (20 seconds)
3. An explanation of the novel’s theme.  Explain what lessons you can learn from the book.  Use examples from the story to prove you’re right. (40 seconds)

4. Describe your favorite scene from the novel. 

(20 seconds)

5. Choose an important quote from the novel and explain why you think it is important. (20 seconds)

6. Finally, give your opinion about the book.  Did you like it?  Would you recommend this to a friend?  Who do you think would enjoy this book? (15 seconds)

BOOK REPORT PROJECT

CHOOSE ONLY ONE OF THE FOLLOWING

OPTION 1: CAST FOR A MOVIE

In this project, you have been chosen to turn your novel into a new movie.  It is your job to find people to play the characters.  

The Front

1. On one side, you must pick at least 5 characters from the book that you want to cast.

2. Next, you must find a celebrity or someone you know who would do a good job playing that character.  You must include a picture of the actor/actress you’ve chosen and identify who they are and who they will be playing.  Next to each character, you must explain why they were chosen to play that particular character.
3. Finally, you must find a quote that character says in the book and write it beneath your  explanation.  

The Back

On the opposite side, illustrate a movie poster for your film.

OPTION 2: CELL PHONE MESSAGE

In this project, you will create a cell phone that visually describes your book. 

The Front:

1.  Book Information: Title, Author, and Genre

2.  Incoming Text Message: Conflict of the Story (Pretend that the main character in the book has just sent you a text message telling you about the conflict that he or she is facing in the story.)

3. Incoming Photograph: Students draw a picture from the story.

The Back:

    1.  Message History:  write five important quotes from the novel.
